EXPLANATION of the ‘ACCESS’ (Axs) column in
the Archive listings:

Not all Archive items will be in pristine condition.
Indeed, some may not be available for inspection at all
since restoration work is needed. These codes are used
to indicate the physical state of an item:

Blank -   OK, no restriction

D -   Digital copy available from archivist

S -   Stained

F -   Fragile

PQ -   Low contrast, poor quality or worse

VF -   Very fragile

X -   Closed, awaiting restoration / repair.

EXPLANATION of the ‘ELR’ column:

The abbreviation ELR is a contraction of ‘Engineer’s
Line Reference’, normally a three-letter code which
indicates which section of line is referred to in that
archive entry.

For example, the former B&M station at
Maesycwmmer was on the ‘Bassaleg Jcn and Rhymney
Line’, as defined by the engineers. That line was coded
BJR. When the ELR column is completed, a search
could be made for any entry relating to a particular line
of railway.

The titles of the various portions of line can be found
in Tony Cooke’s Atlas of the GWR 1947 but many of
the codes are intuitive.

Thanks are due to Alastair Warrington for his list of
Welsh-based codes which will be gradually introduced.
Some codes have varied over the years but as the
system is implemented in Archive catalogues a listing
will be added to the website.
